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CCC Chinese School Graduation Requirements

In order to graduate from the CCC Chinese School with a diploma, a student must meet the
following requirements:

1. Registered as a regular student in the CCC Chinese School for at least two consecutive
semesters immediately prior to graduation.

2. Received at least eight years or equivalent to eight years of formal Chinese language
instructions (from 1%'grade to 8t"grade) at the CCC Chinese School. And the student should
be at 8t"grade or higher in the local US school.

3. Scored at least 51 Composite Total Score on the Mock SAT Il Chinese Exam. (Note: The
51composite total score is equivalent to scaled score 650. The Mock SAT Il Chinese Exam is
administered at the CCC Chinese School each year.)

4. Scored at least 120 Composite Total Score on YCT — Level 4 Exam for the students who are
learning Chinese as Second language (CSL). (Note: YCT Exam is administered at the CCC
Chinese School each year.)

5. Received satisfactory teacher evaluation in all four Chinese language modalities (listening,
speaking, reading, and writing) at the time of graduation.

6. The final right of review approval graduation is owned by the school Graduation Assessment
Committee. The members of the Graduation Assessment Committee include: Principal, Vice
Principal of the academic affairs, Director and one graduating class teacher.
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
